BALVENIE 10yo 40% £2.00 Dufftown, Banffshire 
“Honeyish and syrupy with faint hints of peat, spices and sherry. A luxurious after dinner malt.” 
 

BALVENIE 12yo 40% £2.30 Dufftown, Banffshire 
“Slightly richer than the 10yo with more sherry notes, beautifully combined mellow flavours and a long warming finish” 
 

BALVENIE 15yo 47.8% £2.95 Dufftown, Banffshire 
“Firm bodied with a lively citrus sweet hint and smooth, dry peppery finish” 
 

CRAGGANMORE 12yo 40% £2.25 Ballindalloch, Banffshire 
“An incredibly complex, aromatic nose is followed by a smooth, delicate, floral but firm body and a long, dry finish.”  
 

DALWHINNIE 15yo 43% £2.45 Dalwhinnie, Inverness-shire 
“Lightly peaty; smooth, long lasting flavour development with notes of honey and malty sweetness. Long slightly peaty finish.” 
 

GLENFARCLAS 10yo 40% £2.00 Ballindalloch, Banffshire 
“Elegant and complex; crisp and dry to start with sherry sweetness developing in a long finish.” 
 

GLENFARCLAS 105 CASK STR 60%  £2.35 Ballindalloch,  
“Robust and full bodied with a rich, nutty and sweet palate and a long, warming and rounded finish.” 
 

GLENFIDDICH 12yo 40% £2.00 Dufftown, Banffshire 
“Pale, dry and fruity; a light bodied malt with a restrained, aromatic  finish. A good introductory malt whisky.” 
 

GLENROTHES 12yo CASK STR 59.8% £2.85Rothes, Banffshire 
“Perfumy, sweet, spicy and fruity. Heavily sherried, rich and complex.” 
 

MACALLAN 10yo 40%  £2.05 Aberlour, Banffshire 
“Big, full bodied, lots of sherry character, oaky. Beautifully rounded flavours with a highly distinctive esteriness.” 
 

LINKWOOD 12yo 43%  £2.80 Elgin, Morayshire 
“Floral with hints of rose water and cherries. Medium bodied with a hint of peat; nutty, rich, creamy and complex.” 
 

GLENDRONACH 13yo CASK STR 59% £2.75 Forgue, Aberdeenshire 
“Smooth and creamy but firm with notes of butter and malt and a long, dry finish.” 
 

MORTLACH 14yo CASK STR 57.8% £2.50 Dufftown, Banffshire 
“Elegant and flowery, yet supple and muscular. Lots of Oloroso sherry, firm and smooth with smoky, peaty and fruit notes.” 
 

MILLBURN 13yo CASK STR 58.8% £2.50 Inverness, Inverness-shire 
“From a distillery closed in 1985, this is a beautifully smooth and creamy malt. Silky & sweet with hints of smoke, toffee and vanilla.” 
 

GLENGLASSAUGH 15yo CASK STR 53.7% £2.50 Portsoy, Banffshire 
“Another rarity from a distillery mothballed in 1986. An underlying grassy maltiness, enhanced by a sour-mash bourbon character.” 
 

GLENLIVET 12yo 40% £2.00 Ballindalloch, Banffshire 
“Flowery with hints of apples, peaches and fruit smoothing out to a long, warming finish with notes of vanilla” 
 

LONGMORN 15yo 45%ABV £2.50 Elgin, Morayshire 
“Not widely known, this is a truly classic Speyside malt; complex and malty, clean, peppery and big. Unique, smooth & appetising.”

ABERLOUR 10yo 40% £2.25 Aberlour, Banffshire 
“Soft textured, medium to full bodied, nutty, spicy, sherry accented; long lasting flavour with a lingering, aromatic and smooth finish.” 

 
HIGHLAND MALTS 

 
GLEN GARIOCH 15yo 43% £2.25 Old Meldrum, Aberdeenshire 
“Lightly peaty, flowery, fragrant and spicy. Very aromatic and full of character with a very long and warming finish.” 
 

DALMORE 12yo 40% £2.25 Alness, Morayshire 
“Rich and flavourful; full bodied, long finish with bittersweet spiciness, light peat and a faint, salty tang of the sea.” 
 

OBAN 14yo 43% £2.25 Oban, Argyll 
“Medium bodied & smooth with fresh peat and a whiff of the sea. Deceptively delicate at first, becoming lightly waxy, smoky & dry.” 
 

CLYNELISH 14yo 46% £2.25 Brora, Sutherland 
“Medium to full bodied, seaweedy, salty and lingering spiciness with distinct notes of smoke and peat.” 
 

GLENMORANGIE 10yo 40% £2.00 Tain, Ross-shire 
“Light to medium bodied; delicately spicy with creamy, almost buttery tones and a long and rounded finish.” 
 

GLENMORANGIE MADEIRA WOOD FINISH 43% £2.50 Tain. 
“Sweet and spicy, unusually buttery, developing nutty and cinnamon characteristics.” 
 

GLENMORANGIE SHERRY WOOD FINISH 43% £2.50 Tain. 
“Soft bodied, long, sustained development of barley-sugar sweetness.” 
 

OLD PULTENY 12yo 40% £2.05 Wick, Caithness 
“Fresh, salty and appetising; light bodied with an oily, salty finish.” 
 

EDRADOUR 10yo 40% £2.55 Pitlochry, Perthshire 
“From Scotland’s smallest distillery, this malt has a light honey and sherry character with hints of heather, cream and mint.” 
 

FETTERCAIRN 1824 12yo 40% £2.15 Laurencekirk, Kincardineshire 
“An underrated light, smooth and nutty malt wit a gentle, clean sweetness and delicate, lingering finish.” 
 

LOWLAND MALTS 
 

GLENKINCHIE 10yo 43% £2.25 Pencaitland, East Lothian 
“Floral start followed by soft, complex spicy flavours and a fragrant dry finish.” 
 

ROSEBANK 11yo 46% £2.25 Falkirk, Stirlingshire 
“Aromatic, light and smooth; sweetish with a crisp dry finish.” 
 

AUCHENTOSHAN 10yo 40% £2.15 Dalmuir, Dunbartonshire 
“Light, lemon- grassy and oily; cleanly sweet with a light, ,crisp and slightly spicy finish.” 
 

BLADNOCH 15yo CASK STR 52.8% £2.50 Bladnoch, Wigtownshire 
“Fuller bodied than many from this distillery, this outstanding lowlander is immensely fruity & chewy with long mildly peppery finish.” 
 



 
ISLAY MALTS 

 
ARDBEG 10yo 46% £2.25 Port Ellen, Islay 
“Earthy, very peaty, smoky, salty, robust; medium to full bodied with some sweetness to start followed by a hefty iodine finish.” 
 

ARDBEG 10yo CASK STR 58.9% £2.50 Port Ellen, Islay 
“Strong iodine character to the fore balanced by sherry sweetness; incredibly long, powerful pungent salty, peaty, oaky finish.” 
 

ARDBEG UIGEDAIL CASK STR 54% £2.75 Port Ellen, Islay 
“Beautifully balanced with quality sherry casks adding roundness and smoothness to the legendary Ardbeg punch.” 
 

CAOL ILA 18yo 43% £2.75 Port Askaig, Islay 
“Complex and distinctive, beautifully rounded, firm but smooth; has a long flavour development of peat, salt, pepper and seaweed.” 
 

BOWMORE 12yo 43% £2.30 Bowmore, Islay 
“Smoky, peaty and salty with sherry sweetness. Very complex flavour development that lasts long in the mouth.” 
 

BOWMORE DARKEST 43% £2.65 Bowmore, Islay 
“Whisky in its mid teens from superb sherry casks. Slightly fuller bodied than the 12yo; very smooth, more floral, hard and salty.” 
 

BOWMORE 17yo 43% £2.80 Bowmore, Islay 
“Medium bodied, very smooth and firm; peaty and smoky with a rounded, dry and malty creaminess.” 
 

LAGAVULIN 16yo 43% £2.25 Port Ellen, Islay 
“Dry, smoky &complex. Massive flavours of peat, salt, sherry sweetness & smoke. Smooth, powerful and delicious.” 
 

LAPHROIAG 10yo 40% £2.00 Port Ellen, Islay 
“Medicinal, phenolic and seaweedy with smooth, oily, slightly sweet but very rounded, dry character. The definitive Islay taste.” 
 

BUNNAHABHAIN 12yo 40% £2.25 Port Askaig, Islay 
“Far lighter than most Islay malts; a gentle, clean, nutty-malty sweetness, very full flavour development and a refreshing character.” 
 

BRUICHLADDICH 10yo 46% £2.40 Bruichladdich, Islay 
“Lightly peaty, smooth and malty. More intense than it used to be; a fine introduction to Islay malts.” 
 

LAPHROAIG 13yo CASK STR 59.4% £2.75 Port Ellen, Islay 
“Maybe drier, more refined and mature than 10yo; retains  typical Laphroiag characteristics. A  wonderful and complex whisky.” 
 

CAMPBELTOWN MALTS 
 

SPRINGBANK 10yo 46% £2.20 Campbeltown, Argyll 
“Very complex; salty and lightly oily with coconut notes, light peatiness and smokiness. Extremely long flavour development.” 
 

SPRINGBANK 12yo CASK STR 51.6% £2.75 Campbeltown, Argyll 
“Aged in bourbon casks, excellent malt with classic Springbank character, toffee, salt and spices and an astonishingly long finish.” 
 

SPRINGBANK 12yo 100 PROOF 57% £2.25 Campbeltown, Argyll 
“100% aged in bourbon barrels; very smooth bodied with hints of vanilla and coconut. Typically long spicy and briny finish.” 
 

LONGROW 10yo 46% £2.50Campbeltown, Argyll 
“One of the first bottlings from Springbank’s recently re-opened maltings. Peatier; sweet & creamy to start,  warm, peppery finish.”
